The topics covered during the seminars and workshops included:

— Research design: critical errors and improvement strategies.

— Scientific research methods and tools: quantitative data collection.

— Introduction to qualitative research methods: basic designs of in-depth and
expert interviews.

— Data analysis: correlation and regression analysis using Stata.

— Data interpretation and visualization.

— Falsification, fabrication, plagiarism: types of unethical data interpretation.

— Literature review: guidelines and preparation strategies.

— Publication of scientific work: hacks for journal selection and submission.

Following the seminars, 39 participants received certificates and submitted their
research articles to peer-reviewed journals.
